1.2. To approve the ROSPA inspection package required:  Annual Inspections are undertaken in June/July every year at a charge of £75.00 to inspect 5 items of play equipment a fee of £3.50 per item is charged for additional items.  For an ad hoc inspection the charge will be £252.  Councillors agreed unanimously to opt for the annual inspection in June/July.
1.3. Other Village Hall Projects – Work has commenced on the step outside the kitchen – Cllr Graham will forward to the Clerk a copy of the original quote.
1.4. Re-development of Timber Hill Corner (memorial to the late Queen) Cllr Graham has approached 3 contractors for quotes, 2 received and still waiting for one.

To agree and approve the 2023/24 Budget: 
Councillors discussed and approved the budget for the following year.

To provide services to the parish the Council agreed an increase in expenditure of £837.53 taking the expenditure to £10,102.53 and an estimated income of £328.25.

To approve the 2023/24 Precept:
Following the setting of the budget, the Council approved the 2023/24  precept. The precept required from Breckland District Council is £9,774.00 (nine thousand, seven hundred and seventy-four pounds), this will increase a Band D Council Tax payment by £8.50 to £76.90 per annum.

To consider and approve a process of moving the Council forward regarding historic administration:
