1.3. Re-development of Timber Hill Corner (memorial to the late Queen) No update – waiting for the precept to be paid.  Cllr Sharpe will approach another builder for a price.
1.4. To consider plans / contributions for the Coronation:
· Intention is to close Chapel Lane and serve afternoon tea on Sunday, 7 May 2023.
· Village Hall has completed the Risk Assessments
· There will be 60 tickets available

To consider the Grass Cutting Contract for 2023/24
Grass will be cut fortnightly until October 2023.

Update on the relationship between the Council and the Football Club
The Clerk has spoken with the football club who gave a history of the grass cutting.   In January 2021 a Memorandum of Understanding was signed between the Parish Council and Bridgham United Football Club, this agreement stated that the Football Club will pay the Parish Council for use of the playing fields for match days, they will communicate this to the Parish Council at the commencement of the season and they will be issued with an invoice.  Scole United Football Club will notify the Parish Council as soon as possible of any additional adhoc matches, and will be charged accordingly.
